For example, our visit to the
organic farm made children want to learn even
more about the plants and insects at the farm.
That, in turn, will lead them into an interest in
science. | know your elder son Alfie likes lizards
and has one as a pet. Learning more about how
to care for his pet will motivate him to learn more

about these fascinating reptiles.
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C: Yes, | agree with your point. After joining in
your activity, Alfie became more talkative and
was thrilled to share his experiences at the
organic farm. He goes to the library and borrows
books related to insects and even makes models
of things he's interested in. He makes good use
of the 10 words that Miss Chan teaches, writing
them in his notebook and revisiting them often.
It's been really effective in increasing his English
proficiency, especially as it doesn't force him, but

rather guides him naturally, thanks to you.
